Privacy Notice (How we use your Information)  
1.   INTRODUCTION 

On the 25th May 2018 new legislation on Data Protection enters into force - The General Data Protection Regulations 2018 - “GDPR”. The Old Bloxhamist Society (“Society”) understands that we have a responsibility to protect and respect your privacy and look after your personal data.

GDPR is an EU Directive directly applicable in all Member states without the need for local legislation and applies with effect from 25th May 2018 and will continue to do so after the UK leaves the EU. The Society has introduced operational rules and policies compliant with the new Directive. 
2.  LAWFUL PROCESSING 

Membership of the Society is a form of contract where Members pay a subscription in return for which Members receive benefits and services provided by the Society and Bloxham School (“School”). The Society asserts that it is a lawful processor by virtue of this relationship and does not need to obtain specific consent to process data. The Society also considers it is exempted from any obligation to appoint a Data Protection Officer (DPO) but it does accept the obligation to carry out processing in ways which are lawful, fair and transparent.
The Society is registered with the Information Commissioner’s Office under registration reference ZA301806 which expires on 12th December 2018. The School is registered with the Information Commissioner’s Office under registration reference Z8649922 which expires on 5th July 2018.
3. TYPES OF DATA COLLECTED AND STORED 

The Society is committed to recording accurate personal data which primarily consists of your name and contact details including address, telephone number and e:mail address. 

If you are a member of one of the Old Bloxhamist 200 Clubs (“200 Clubs”) in addition to the above personal information we will also hold the details of your bank account which is necessary to administer your membership of that 200 Club.
The Society does not collect sensitive personal data such as genetic, biometric or health data nor information on race, ethnicity, religion, political persuasion, or sexual orientation. 
The Society may use your data to enhance your experience of Society Membership by recording your personal preferences, interests and geographical locations. 

4. TRANSFER AND SHARING OF DATA 

Your information will be available to the Society’s Officers and will be stored by the Society and shared with Bloxham School Limited. Your information will be shared with other Members of the Society and Bloxham School in the ordinary course of administering and inviting you to the Society’s and School’s events and sports fixtures.
If you are a member of a 200 Club which is administered solely by the Society and not a Member of the Society your information will not be shared with any third parties including the School. The 200 Club data is stored securely on a computer with an encrypted back up drive.
The Society does not knowingly transfer your data outside the EU. 

5. RETENTION OF DATA 

The Society intends to hold your data throughout the period of your Membership and applying the following post-Membership policies : 

· In the case of resignation, for up to six months and thereafter to retain indefinitely only your name, the date of joining and the date of resignation
· In the case of exclusion, for eight years (in order that appropriate institutional memory exists of the circumstances) 

· In the case of death, indefinitely, for archival purposes only, but the Club will consider requests for erasure from immediate family and/or executors
· Historic and sports records, including photographs which will reference your name and a date will be kept indefinitely purely for archival record purposes unless a request for erasure has been made by immediate family and/or executors
6. YOUR RIGHTS 

All individuals (data subjects) who are the subject of personal data held by the Old Bloxhamist Society are entitled to the following rights : 
· To make subject access requests regarding the nature of information held and to whom it has been disclosed

· To prevent processing likely to cause damage or distress
· To prevent processing for purposes of direct marketing
· To be informed about mechanics of automated decision taking process that will significantly affect them
· Not to have significant decisions that will affect them taken solely by automated process
· To sue for compensation if they suffer damage by any contravention of the GDPR
· To take action to rectify, block, erase or destroy inaccurate data
· To request the Commissioner to assess whether any provision of the GDPR has been contravened
· Their assertion is to be handled immediately and cannot pose any disadvantage to the individual (data subject)
If you wish the exercise any of your Data Subject Rights as noted above, please e:mail the Society at gdpr@oldbloxhamists.com . If you wish to complain ideally the Society would wish to try to deal with complaints itself before recourse to any external authority and asks Members to submit complaints via email but it is open to Members to submit a complaint at any time to the Office of the Information Commissioner. The Society will fully respect the new legislation but reminds Members that the low-level information gathered by the Society is perceived by the Society as the minimum needed to provide Members with the benefits of Society Membership. 

7. THIRD PARTIES
For the avoidance of doubt, the Society does not and never will sell your personal data to third parties for marketing or advertising purposes.

8. UPDATES 
Whenever this policy is updated a notice will be sent to Members. This policy will be reviewed not later than May 2019 and annually thereafter.
